Yishai JusidmanÕs art-crit ical writings have appeared in foremost contemporary art 



 

publications since 1990. He was a frequent contributor to Art issues from 1990 to 1994; 
published a regular column on contemporary art in Reforma, Mexico CityÕs main daily, from 
1995 to 2000; and covered MexicoÕs art-scene for Artforum International from 1993 to 2001. 
He has also published in TRANS> , Art+Text, Art Criticism, Poliester, Curare, Arte y Parte and 
Los Angeles Times. 
 
He has lectured in numerous institutions on subjects ranging from The Genealogy of the 
White Cube (Museo Carrillo-Gil, Universidad Iberoamericana, 2000) to Form takes Effect, 
Greenberg Remix (Museo Tamayo, Atlantic Center for the Arts, 2002), to Influence, 
Appropriation and Deception (Centro Nacional de las Artes, 1999). Presentations of his work 
and comprehensive studio crit iques have been given in art-schools such as the Bezalel 
Academy (Jerusalem), Centro Nacional de las Artes (Mexico City), New School for Social 
Research (New York), San Diego State University, University of Houston, Miami Dade 
College, Centro de la Imagen (Mexico City), University of Nevada and Otis College (Los 
Angeles). From 1993 to 1994 he was advisor to the Centro Nacional de las Artes (Mexico City) 
in the restructuring and modernizing of the academic program. Recently, he was painting 
mentor for a residency program at the Atlantic Center for the Arts (2002).
